Inspired by Art Deco, Salon Chandelier is a minimalistic interpretation of classic mid-20th century chandeliers. Salon is 
characterized by six illuminating lampshades elegantly positioned in a lightweight metal construction, forming the outer 
shape of a hexagon. Each arm is mounted to riffled center piece, adding a shimmering and discreet detail to the lamp. 
The lampshades are made of mouth blown opal glass with a mat white finish, creating a warm illumination in any ceiling or 
room. The lampshades have a flat oval shape, which enables the lamp to be positioned close to the ceiling, without having 
the lampshades touching the ceiling. The slim oval lampshades change according to the view angle, adding a sculptural and 
playful detail to the chandelier. Salon Chandelier comes in two sizes, Medio, and Grande. The chandelier is made of iron 
with bronze plating and lampshades of white opal glass. Designed by Kristian Sofus Hansen & Tommy Hyldahl.

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TO ASSEMBLE THE LAMP:

1. Unscrew the cylinder shape to loosen the hood. 2. Pull the cylinder shape and the hood upwards.

3. Unscrew the nuts from the lamp shades. 4. Place the light bulbs into the sockets.



5. Carefully place the glass globe over the light bulb and fasten by screwing the nuts back on.

6. Drag the hood downwards to cover part of the globe. 7. Drag the cylinder shape back down and tighten by   
     turning it clockwise. 



ADJUSTING THE LENGTH OF CABLE                                     
Ceiling Height:  220-250 cm. This ceiling cup is designed to fit large Scandinavian ceiling roses. 

1. Adjust the lenght of cable: Unlock the plastic clasp underneath the ceiling cup by loosening the screw reversely. 
Carefully pull the cable to the desired lenght (never pull the cable, while the screw is fastened in the cable). 
Close the clasp and tighten with screw turning it clockwise. Make sure it is tightened proberly. Adjust the wires 
accordingly by unmounting the nuts. Please note the location of the rubber band at fabric covered cable must 
be placed correctly otherwise the cable will not be fixated properly. Lead the fabric cable from both sides into 
the cable connector. Please make sure the cable relief is tightened. Screw the ceiling cup to the mounting plate.
